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FOR SPOTS AND SPILLS                                                    Wipe up excess liquids with a soft cloth or sponge. If a spot needs special attention, a damp cloth or sponge soaked in lukewarm, mild soap water can be used. Dry with a woolen cloth and wait until completely dry before using.

DON’T USE HARSH PRODUCTS                                     NEVER use aggressive substances such as stain removers, cleaning solvents, turpentine, shoe polish, saddle soap, furniture polish, oils, varnish, abrasive cleaners, detergents, ammonia water, or any other type of chemical solution on your leather.

PROTECT YOUR LEATHER 

PROTECT leather with a conditioner designed specifically for the type of leather you select. Because leather is a natural product, it will be affected by direct sunlight and will need periodic conditioning to protect it from drying out. Expect changes, since the appearance of leather will alter as it ages by softening, absorbing body oils, etc., which will give it a high-low look and add to the overall beauty of the hide.
